Most owls are Nocturnal. That means they hunt at night and sleep during the 
day.  Diurnal is the opposite.   
 Which are you? 
 
Owls eat their prey (live food) whole. They don’t chew! They don’t even have 
teeth. When they are done, the regurgitate (throw up) an owl pellet.
